                    DRE Credit for CABB and IBBA Courses
CABB and IBBA courses are approved as continuing education courses by the DRE. The process is simple and allows you to take advantage of courses that apply to the brokerage profession. These courses are courses you would be taking anyway, however this eliminates the hours spent on non-business broker continuing education.
The process for submitting your completed forms is outlined in two DRE documents: 1.) CE Equivalent Activity Petition Information RE 332 (Rev. 3-08) and 2.) Continuing Education Regulations RE 312 (Rev. 8-08). Both of these documents can be found on the DRE website at www.dre.ca.gov. 
You are required to send a written ‘Petition of Equivalency Request’ to the DRE.  A letter using ‘Petition of Equivalency Request’ as the subject line is acceptable. The petition must include the following information about you and the courses you have completed:

1) Name, address and phone number

2) Real estate license ID number and expiration number

3) Name address and phone number of the course sponsor or school

4) The title of the course

5) The title, publisher and date of publication of any text or course material used 

6) The number of clock hours attended

7) Any outline or syllabus

8) A final grade report for the final examination

9) Specific beginning and ending dates for each activity being claimed 

10) Do not send original materials as they cannot be returned.

The petition must be signed and dated under a penalty of perjury statement:
“I, _____      __, declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true and correct.  Signed in the City of _________, State of ________, the       ___ day of _______, 20_     _.”

A $60 processing fee is required, but your letter may request credit for more than one activity. Submit all of your courses at once because a separate letter and $60 fee is required for each submission.

In my experience, within two weeks of submitting my letter I received notice from the DRE acknowledging receipt of my petition. The DRE assigned someone to work with me and within about four weeks I had received approval.
I had submitted more than 30 hours of IBBA and CABB courses that I had taken. I received credit for 30 of the hours and was only required to take five separate three-hour courses in Ethics, Agency, Trust Fund Handling, Fair Housing and Risk Management. These courses are mandatory and I could not grant equivalency for them.
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
